Rachael reported: $5,339.30 in the checking account, listed the pay-outs.

Rachael reported that on January 2, 2012, an audit committee audited some of the Treasurer’s books, Rachael, Todd, Kimberly and Dolores Centeno reviewed the books but a complete audit could not be done.  From now on, the NMMRO Treasurer’s books will be audited quarterly, and right now Rachael and Dolores have been tasked with a full audit, to bring the books current, Rachael and Dolores have been appointed by the Board to work together as dual interim temporary Treasurers.  The Board has met several times and we have received Patty’s resignation; the Treasurer’s position is up for re-election in August of this year.

We want to thank Patty Berry for her hard work, she is not Treasurer anymore but she is still a member of the NMMRO as an Independent.

Sheran reported on MSTEP. Senator Richard Martinez will sponsor the Memorial, which is a required beginning.  Sheran read the Memorial which will be presented, and explained that many other organizations are apying attention to what we are trying to start.

Courtney reported on two recent accidents, the David Chavez fatality in Albuquerque and the Robert Brito fatality in Bosque Farms.  In both cases, we could have used the Careless Driving Bill to make the penalty more serious.  Law enforcement will use this new statute once it is passed in accidents where the car’s driver is NOT under the influence.  Right now these drivers are getting away with a little traffic ticket, that add up to $130.00 in the Robert Brito accident.

Todd reported on the Southern NM MRO, Brenda Dunlap stepped down for personal reasons; she will not be able to continue.  To establish an SNMMRO, we need a temporary/interim set of officers, and as of last Sunday, January 8th, Todd and Annette have stepped up to do the work.
