Secretary’s Report from June 19, 2010 meeting were read by Cheryl Farris in Cassandra Fischer’s absence. Minutes were approved.
 
Treasurer’s Report was given by Patty Berry: Checking  $2211.08, Charity - $159.08, Petty Cash $174.10, Total $2544.26. Treasurers report was approved.  
     
New Business:
The next newsletter will be the September/October issue, articles and events were to be submitted by August 31 to Bev Convert our news letter editor.
 
A meeting was held on 8/19/2010 with State Deputy Council, Sonya Carrasco Trujillo to discuss the wording on future Gang Bills, in attendance were Annette Torrez, Courtney Farris, Cheryl Farris, Patty Berry, Ed Chaffe, RockHell, Viking and Yancy. The group educated her on how these bills affect the motorcycle community and cause and encourage profiling and discrimination from law enforcement. After much discussion they gave her some ideas on word changes to future bills. She will take information back to her group and they will discuss our suggestions and meet with us again. She was not aware of any Gang Bills for 2011, as she said this was Governor Bill Richardson’s baby and he will no longer be in office.
 
Annette discussed recent discrimination against motorcyclists. She was notified by members that Twin Peaks Bar and Grill had a “No Colors sign” put up. She went to Twin Peaks and asked if any incidents had occurred that lead to this decision. She was told by an assistant manager that a Nescience Abatement Officer had told them to put up the sign; she also stated no incidences has occurred. She mentioned they are having difficulty determining what Colors are and who to allow and who to exclude. Annette then contacted an APD Officer from the Nescience Abatement department, he stated that Twin Peaks and other business contacted them with concerns about customers feeling intimated by patches and motorcycle gangs and their suggestion to them was, that if the wanted keep patch holders out they should put up the sign. They were invited to attend one of our meeting but refused. They did not want to discuss the their views on  the difference between Clubs, Organizations, Veteran groups, Christian groups or gangs, patches or colors.

A list of non-friendly biker establishments will be included in the website and newsletter.
There was also discussion on recent motorcycle runs saying they welcome bikers but, then the cost of food, beverage, liquor, gas, hotel and motels increase during the run. We suggested boycotting these runs that don’t make us feel welcome.
 
Pat Larkin current Club Liaison stepped down for personal reasons. An election was held. candidates running included Psycho, Jorge Lugo .and Kimberly Kinter.  Kimberly Kinter was elected the new Club Liaison and accepted the position.
 
New Mexico Motorcycle Safety Program Meeting to be held on October 20, 2010:
 
We contacted the Department of Transportation for a grant for safety awareness and were told there are no funds available and that $140, 00.00 were spent on Media, Billboards and T-shirts.
 
Questions to the electoral candidates on issues that affect the motorcycle community were mailed out; we will share responses with you before the election. This needs to be address since no one has seen any of following they claim to have spent the money on.
 
MRF Representative Candidates Chuck Ryder and Annette Torrez addressed the organization. Dave Covert who been previously interested in the MRF open position took his name out of the running, Jorge Lugo also addressed organization for assistant rep. The NMMRO endorsed Annette Torrez as their candidate of choice and Chuck Ryder and Jorge Lugo as assistant reps. Chuck Ryder stated that the SNMBC would also endorse the same candidates the NMMRO endorsed. ABATE said they would not given a discussion on the next MRF rep till October. They will be contact to see if they will consider making a decision sooner so that our next Rep can represent our state on a national level at the next conference at the end of September.

Pet Baca and Robert Kiser notified the organization on an issue where their water and irrigation rights, individual rights as citizens and traditions are being threatened by outsiders who have moved in to the South Valley and want to take away their way of life. They suggested forming a voting block to support electoral candidates who will fight for the rights of citizens from our community and for the betterment of the community.
