Old Business:
1. Newsletter – the position of Newsletter Editor is still available. We have received wonderful feedback on the new format that was used by Dave Covert for the March/April issue. 3. Announcement of the next COC meeting on April 10th in Belen, NM @ 2pm.
4. 2011 Legislation: Failure to Yield Bill and Gang Bills-presented by Dave Covert. The next legislative session will be in January. It will be a 60 day session, perfect time for us to press for these issues. Preparations are taking place to meet with the Department of Public Safety to change wording on the upcoming Gang bills for 2011. We are working on wording & strategy changes for the packages that are being put together pertaining to the Failure to Yield bill, in order that it will be heard during the upcoming session.
5. Open Discussion- Courtney talked about membership involvement/participation, especially @ events as we need help with set up & take down of the booth.
*A warning was given out for bikers riding through Valencia County- especially around Bosque Farms, NM, anyone riding alone puts his/her self @ risk of harassment by the local police.
*Patty Berry talked about the Defenders letters returned/response from State legislators & how it was reassuring to what we do as the NMMRO. She also let us know that the ACLU is on our side with the Gang Bills.
