With this bill we are trying to take away excuses to hide behind the law & loopholes. 
2. Membership: We will be having three new corporate members in December!
3. New NMMRO Chapter: the name for this chapter is “Central New Mexico MRO”. We are still working on the by-laws. We want more chapters to better help us cover our state with regards to issues, ordinances and such.
New Business:
